results showed that the pond had a pH too high to be discharged at this point. The acceptable range for discharge is a pH between
6.5 and 8.5. AES| implemented BMP C252, which is adding dry ice to neutralize the high pH. Approximately 10lbs. of dry ice was
added to the pond. Even though the pond does not seem to be infiltrating, samples were collected upstream and downstream of the
project site. These samples fell within the range of acceptability for both pH and turbidity. AESI will return tomorrow (01/21/2015)
to analyze the water in the southern pond.

During the site visit the following was observed:
e No water was discharged from the site
The quarry spalls in the job site access area were free of soil and staying clean
Plastic was laid over any soil unworked for more than 48 hours
Street was clear of any track out
North pond is infiltrating

NORTHERN POND WATER TREATMENT:

Upon arrival, AESI observed that there was sufficient storage capacity in the southern pond so pumping was not needed. Due to the
amount of surface runoff from the project site over the weekend a pH reading was taken in the northern pond. The pH in the
northern pond was 10.0. An estimated 4,500gal was in the northern pond. Approximately 40lbs of dry ice was added to the northern
pond (BMP C252: High pH Neutralization using CO;) in order to lower the pH to an acceptable level. Once the reaction was complete
AES| took another pH reading. After the treatment, the pH of the water in the pond was 7.9. A pH reading was also taken
downstream of the site before the northern pond was treated, and it was 8.1. With this information, it can be concluded that the
high pH of the northern pond water was not influencing the wetland bordering the project site.

WATER QUALITY ANALYSIS:
A water sample was collected from one location on the project site. The sample was tested for high pH and turbidity. The test
passed within minimum project specifications.

An estimated 12,000gal was pumped
into the tank. Once the BAKER tank was full a pH reading was taken. The pH in the BAKER tank was 11.7. Approximately 90lbs of dry
ice was added to the tank (BMP C252: High pH Neutralization using CO.} in order to lower the pH to an acceptable level. Once the
reaction was complete AES| took another pH reading. After the treatment, the pH of the water in the tank was 7.7. The contractor
released the treated water from the BAKER tank into the north pond, where it will naturally infiltrate.
